Central Oregon Interagency Dispatch Center (COIDC) Fire Update


CENTRAL OREGON—Firefighting resources have made good progress with the several human-caused fire starts currently being managed by the COIDC. “Our crews and equipment have done a good job in responding to the fires and we are expecting full containment on each incident sometime this evening,” said Acting COIDC Manager Grant Kemp.

Skyliners 2 – This fire is on the Deschutes National Forest approximately 5 miles west of Bend, off the Skyliners Road and Forest Road 4606.  The fire has grown slowly, from 20 acres this morning, to 24 acres this afternoon.  The SE corner became fairly active around mid-day and fire managers utilized a dozer to create a 300’ line to check the fire’s spread. Nearby roads on the E, S and N flanks have been utilized to help contain the fire, with full containment expected around 10:00 pm this evening. Resources currently assigned to the fire include personnel and equipment from the Deschutes National Forest, the Oregon Department of Forestry and local contractors.  Three engines and one water tender will remain on the incident overnight to continue with mop up and patrol efforts.
CLOSURES: Forest Road 4606 is closed to public access, as is a section of mountain bike trail that originates at Phil’s Trailhead and runs parallel with Tumalo Creek. The section of the trail that is closed is N of Tumalo Creek.  Incident Commander Travis Moyer expects both of the closures to be open by 6:00 pm on Monday, May 19.
Lava Butte-The 5-acre Lava Butte fire started on Saturday, May 17 on the Deschutes National Forest just north of the Lava Butte Lookout and W of Highway 97.  The fire was burning in ponderosa pine and heavy manzanita thickets, requiring dozer line to check the fire’s spread. Resources currently assigned include two Deschutes National Forest engine crews. The Lava Butte Fire has been contained and is 95% mopped up. 
Incident #90-This fire is located in Wagonblast Canyon on the Crooked River National Grassland of the Ochoco National Forest, approximately 5 miles SE of Madras (the location identified for this fire in the morning news release-10 m W of Madras-was incorrect). The fire is burning in juniper and sage and was previously estimated to be 6 acres in size but after more accurate mapping, has been determined to be 11 acres in size. Resources assigned include two engines; one from the Bureau of Land Management and one from the Oregon Department of Forestry. Engine crews are making good progress and Incident #90 is expected to be fully contained by 6:00 pm this evening. 
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
