Skull Hollow Campground Fire Update
Central Oregon – Firefighters have gained the upper hand on Incident #412, a wildfire burning in the Skull Hollow Campground on the Crooked River National Grassland.  Crews from the Bureau of Land Management and Jefferson County Fire have contained the wildfire and are remaining on scene to extinguish the motorhome. The motorhome’s generator ignited the two-acre fire. The motorhome was a total loss.
Several campsites were evacuated, but no injuries were reported.  The fire, which was initially reported at 4:16PM, burned in grass and scattered junipers. The campground is located on the Southeast edge of the Crooked River National Grasslands, a district of the Ochoco National Forest.  Skull Hollow Campground is approximately 17 miles Northwest of Prineville off U.S. Hwy 26.

Fire officials would like to remind visitors to public lands in Central Oregon to use extreme caution when operating equipment like generators or ATVs.  Vegetation is very dry and wildfires can ignite quickly.  
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
