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Lightning-Caused Fires Update
Central Oregon – As rangeland fires grow and crews take action, most of this week’s lightning-caused fires are managed with initial attack resources.  Firefighters are working hard this morning to get fires down before winds pick up in the afternoon.
The most recent fire (#678) to come from the lightning is located approximately 8 miles northeast of Sisters in the Steven’s Canyon area.  The fire is approximately 5 acres and is burning in rangeland.  Resources on the fire are 6 engines, a 20-person handcrew, two 5 person handcrews, and a helicopter dropping water.  No structures are currently threatened.
The North Pole Ridge Fire continues to burn in grass, sage, and juniper in a remote area near the Lower John Day River, about 10 miles north of Clarno.   Crews remain hampered by a difficult access into the fire; however, the fire did receive rain yesterday.  The area also is expecting some isolated showers and thunderstorms this morning.  The fire is still not contained (0%).

The Oakbrook Fire is located in a remote area of the Lower Deschutes River, approximately 9 miles west of Grass Valley, is still active and not contained (0%). Crews will be accessing the area by boat today in order to take action on the fire.  Estimates for the fire remain at 500 acres.  
A fire (#601) burning in the Mt. Washington Wilderness remains at approximately 40 acres.  Ten smokejumpers are at the fire this morning. The fire is in the middle of the wilderness and is due west of Sisters near the crest of the Cascade Mountains.  It is burning near a previously burned area on the western edge of last year’s G.W. Fire.  No structures are threatened due to the remoteness of the fire. 

Sherman County fire officials, with the assistance of federal firefighters, continue to suppress a fire (#650) in the Lower Deschutes River, approximately 4 miles west of Moro.  The fire remains at 2,500 acres today and is under the jurisdiction of Sherman County.  
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
