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Progress Made on Some Fires, Others Hold Steady
Central Oregon – While firefighters made progress on some fires today, some fires just held steady.

Though the Oakbrook Fire experienced some active burning yesterday evening, it is now 100% contained. The fire had grown to 650 acres.  The fire was located in a remote area of the Lower Deschutes River, approximately 9 miles west of Grass Valley.  

A new fire (#685), approximately 9 miles directly south of Sisters, responded well to initial attack and is experiencing no fire activity at this time.

Handcrews, engines, and helicopters continue to suppress a fire (#678) located approximately 8 miles northeast of Sisters in Steven’s Canyon that jumped a containment line in the afternoon. During the day, the fire grew from 5 acres to 8 acres. Firefighting resources working on the fire include a helicopter, a 20-person handcrew, a 5-person handcrew, 3 engines, and a water tender.  
A fire (#601) burning within the Mt. Washington Wilderness, near the crest of the Cascade Mountains, remains at approximately 40 acres.  Ten smokejumpers got to the fire this morning and will continue to staff the fire. Helicopter water drops assisted the smokejumpers during the day.
Engines accessed the 6,000-acre North Pole Ridge Fire today.  In addition, a helicopter made bucket drops and two single-engine airtankers dropped retardant on the fire.  The assistance of air resources to firefighters on the ground is helping to secure the perimeter of the fire due to continuing difficulties in accessing the remote fire.  The fire burning in rangeland near the Lower John Day River, about 10 miles north of Clarno, is currently not contained (0%).
Sherman County fire officials, with the continued assistance of federal firefighters, are working to suppress a fire (#650) in the Lower Deschutes River, approximately 4 miles west of Moro.  The 2,500-acre fire was actively burning today.  The fire is under the jurisdiction of Sherman County.
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
