Fire Update – 4:00 p.m.
· The North Pole Ridge Fire, in the Lower John Day River, 10 miles north of Clarno, is estimated at 6,700 acres and is 65% contained.   A 20-person handcrew, the Northwest Regulars, will join 7 heli-rappellers and 1 engine working on the fire. The fire continues to burn in timber and grass on its northern edge, near Long Hollow Creek.  
· Fourteen smokejumpers are now working on the fire (#601) burning within the Mt. Washington Wilderness, near the crest of the Cascade Mountains.  The 45-acre fire was burning into the wilderness on it southwest perimeter and is being held on its northern perimeter. 
· Firefighters work to contain the perimeter of the fire (#650) located in the Lower Deschutes River, 4 miles west of Moro.  With better mapping of the fire today, it is estimated to be 5,100 acres.  Federal and state firefighters continue to assist Sherman County.
Fire officials expect warmer and drier conditions over the next couple of days with some light winds.  As temperatures rise, fuels will dry out increasing the potential of additional fires. Firefighting resources remain positioned in Central Oregon to take on new fires with initial attack.  
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
