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Firefighters Make Progress on Lightning Fires
Central Oregon – Initial attack activity was light today and firefighters focused efforts on containing the two new wildfires reported in Central Oregon yesterday. Fire lookouts and air recon planes will continue to monitor the area looking for any new starts from the lightning storms that passed through the area Sunday and Monday. With temperatures returning to normal by the weekend, the potential for lightning holdover fires still exists, and initial attack resources will be available to suppress any new fires.

The Pine Mountain Fire (Incident #905) is 100 percent contained this evening, and was held at 16 acres. Firefighters successfully held the perimeter through high winds this afternoon, and resources will remain on scene for several days mopping up any remaining hot spots. 
The Sugar Pine Ridge Fire (Incident #901) grew to 60 acres today and has no estimate of containment at this time. The fire is currently staffed with a Type III Incident Management Team, and a Helitanker capable of dropping 1,500 gallons of water on the fire assisted firefighters throughout the day. 
In addition to lightning fires, firefighters responded to an abandoned campfire southeast of Bend this morning. Although conditions appear cooler and wetter throughout the high desert, many areas received little or no rain and an abandoned campfire can still be the source of a new wildfire. Residents and visitors recreating in the area should continue to be extremely cautious and make certain to completely extinguish campfires before leaving. 

The status of the Mt Washington Fire (#601) and the North Pole Ridge Fire (#577) remains unchanged.
