Ochoco WFU Fire Information Update for Wednesday, August 20   1800
Fire intensity and rate of spread on the Black Canyon Fire has decreased due to increased RH, increased atmospheric stability, cloud cover and light rainfall over some portions of the fire area. Creeping and smoldering fire behavior is allowing crews to work next to the fire and engage in direct-line construction focusing efforts on check the rate of spread and extinguising spotfires along south and west sides of the fire.   

Unless conditions change or events dictate we do not plan to issue another Press Release before Friday, August 22, 2008.
