SPECIAL AREA CLOSURE

Deschutes National Forest
GW Fire

Pursuant to 16 USC 551, 36 CFR§261.50 (a) and (b), the following special restrictions and prohibitions are established within the specific area on and within the Deschutes National Forest, in the State of Oregon, contained within the GW Fire boundary depicted on the attached map, hereby incorporated in this Order as Page 2 of 2.  
· It is prohibited to possess or use a motor vehicle off open National Forest System roads. 36 CFR 261.56
This restriction is in addition to those prohibitions enumerated in Subpart A of 36CFR§261 and any other special restrictions pertaining to the described lands. 

Pursuant to 36 CFR§261.50(e), the following persons are exempt from this order:
1. Personnel with written authorization by a Forest Officer, which specifically authorizes the otherwise prohibited act.  The issuing Officer may include such conditions as are considered necessary for the protection of the area, or for the promotion of the health, safety, or welfare of its users.

2. Any Federal, State, or local Officer in the performance of an official duty.

3. Persons or their invitees who live within the closure area.

4. Persons operating snowmobiles when adequate snow depth conditions exist.

This closure prohibits off-road motor vehicle travel within the burned area in order to protect the burned area from soil erosion and introduction of invasive plants.  

This Order becomes effective immediately upon signature and will remain in force until rescinded.
