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Forest Service to hold Sandy River Delta
Open House
HOOD RIVER, Nov. 14 - The USDA Forest Service, Columbia River Gorge National Scenic Area, will hold an “information meeting and open house” to discuss past, current, and future plans for the Sandy River Delta day use area.
The information meeting will be held on Tuesday, November 29 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. in the Sam Cox Building Annex at Glenn Otto Park in Troutdale.
Purpose of the information meeting and open house is to share information about past, current, and future plans for the Sandy River Delta.  Resource and recreation specialists from the Forest Service will be on hand to share what has been done over the past 10 years, and discuss what may be planned over the next several years.

The Sandy River Delta is located in the western edge of the Columbia River Gorge National Scenic Area, adjacent to the Sandy River.  The 1,400 acre site has become a popular destination for dispersed recreation use.  The Forest Service purchased the property in 1991 with the intent of restoring the natural ecosystem and providing developed and dispersed recreation opportunities.  Many vegetative, wetland, and wildlife improvements have been made over the past several years.  The agency expects to continue the natural restoration efforts and begin to plan for future recreation improvements.
The Sam Cox Building Annex is located in the Glenn Otto Park at 1106 East Columbia River Highway in Troutdale.
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
