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                        Colville National Forest to Begin Selling 2009 Public Firewood Permits 
Colville, WA The Colville National Forest will begin selling 2009 public firewood permits Wednesday, April 1, 2009 to expire on March 31, 2010.  
Permits are being sold at $5.00 a cord, with a 4 cord minimum and can be purchased at one of the Colville National Forest ranger stations, the supervisor’s office in Colville, or the Spokane BLM office (see addresses listed below).  All wood retrieved for the purposes of firewood must be from trees that are standing dead or dead on the ground. The maximum amount of wood available to purchase and gather is 12 cords per household.  Please, only cash or checks are accepted for firewood permits.  
Permits for firewood cutting include standing dead or dead and downed wood on National Forest System Lands on the Colville National Forest only. The regulations and areas available to gathering firewood are shown on the most recent version of the Colville National Forest firewood maps, which come with the firewood permits.  Please read the firewood permit and maps in their entirety for information on proper cutting areas, safety, and procedures.  

When warmer weather approaches, increased fire restrictions and cutting restrictions may be imposed; for example, when “hoot-owl” fire restrictions are in place, firewood cutters will not be allowed to operate a chainsaw after 1:00 p.m. and there may be temporary restrictions on the use of any motorized equipment during extreme fire danger.  Firewood cutting areas are subject to closure due to wildland fire risk or wet road conditions.  Permit holders are responsible for obtaining the latest information on fire restrictions in their cutting areas.
