Individuals, non-profit organizations, and local governments are encouraged to continue proposing projects to improve Colville National Forest (CNF) lands and the economies of Ferry, Pend Oreille, and Stevens counties until close of business on April 23, 2009.  
Projects proposed need to be designed for the benefit of National Forest lands, such as forest ecosystems, land health and water quality, or existing roads or facilities within the national forest. Previous projects vary from culvert replacement for improved fish passage; youth-oriented outdoor recreation programs; to forest thinning projects to reduce fire danger.

After submission, projects are considered and recommended by a Forest Resource Advisory Committee, made up of volunteer county residents from a broad representation of the community and approved by the Colville National Forest Supervisor.  Funding is made available through Title II funds under the reauthorized Secure Rural Schools and Community Self-Determination Act (Public Law 110-343) and are made available to Ferry, Pend Oreille, and Stevens counties.  Funding is based on the percentage of land in federal ownership, timber receipt payments, and per capita income.
