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Sheep Creek Bridge Repairs Underway
The Colville National Forest is repairing the Sheep Creek Bridge located on the Three Rivers Ranger District, northwest of Northport, Washington.  The bridge is located at milepost 0.14, approximately 8 miles northwest on County Road 4220 when the County Road crosses onto National Forest Lands and becomes Forest Road 1500850.  The bridge was damaged over the winter and requires immediate attention.  The bridge repairs are expected to be accomplished prior to the stream rising during spring runoff.  The road will remain open to the public; however, there may be delays due to the construction.  Some of the construction activities will include filling in scoured out areas near the concrete wingwall of the bridge.  Crews will also be reshaping and resurfacing the approaches to the bridge, as well as replacing the wood decking with new wood planks.
