Process:

The participants specified aspect categories using Forest program-of-work areas.  They then identified activities, outputs and services for each aspect category within the EMS scope. Aspects were refined and clarified as the EMS development process proceeded.
List of Aspects for each aspect category:

AIR QUALITY PROGRAM:  air sampling and monitoring

CULTURAL RESOURCE PROGRAM:  construct and maintain interpretive sites (went to facilities); conduct archeological digs; prescribe burn; fire suppression

FIRE PROGRAM:  WFU (wildland fire use); prescribed fire; small fire suppression; large fire suppression (includes construction of fire line, fire camps, helispots, retardant drops, water dropping and dipping, construction of portable retardant plants and dip tanks, construction of safety zones, fuel breaks); road maintenance and off road vehicle use (went to transportation and roads); BAER (includes fireline rehab, post fire seeding, erosion control structures); maintain and install remote automated weather stations (RAWS); slash piling and burning

FISHERIES:  construct and maintain instream and riparian structures; construct structures including fences, dam removal; build/maintain fish passages including culverts and bridges; seeding and planting for habitat improvements; maintain, relocate/obliterate/decommission roads/trails; WFU (wildland fire use); prescribed fire and fire suppression; manage recreation sites; maintain and decommission irrigation diversions; destructive sampling

LANDS PROGRAM:  permitting use; land exchanges; managing special use construction projects; utility corridor; pipeline; electronic site management; right of way management; easement management; international boundary management

MINERALS PROGRAM:  permit mineral and thermal exploration and extraction; permit mine development; mine restoration; quarry development; CERCLA program; borrow pit development, use and maintenance; permitting rock collection; field sampling; seismic sampling

RANGE PROGRAM:  burning, seeding and planting for forage improvements; construct structures (including fences, stock tanks, water spreaders, and dams); predator control (not done anymore); grazing use; trail maintenance; maintain stock driveways; noxious weed control; livestock driving

RECREATION PROGRAM:  trail maintenance (waterbar construction, stream crossing hardening, gravelling); trail use (motorized and non-motorized: hiking, mountain biking, horseback riding over-snow, and OHV); campground maintenance (went to facilities); managing dispersed sites (user created sites in riparian areas); managing marinas and boat docks; cross-country motor vehicle use; ski areas (non-manmade portions); heliskiing; swim dock; outfitter guide; groomed ski and over-snow vehicle routes; over-snow vehicle use 

RESEARCH NATURAL AREA PROGRAM:  increase plant genetic diversity

SOIL:  subsoiling; dig soil inventory pits; rehab borrow pits; erosion control; road closure; mine reclamation

TE&S PROGRAM:  construct and maintain instream and riparian structures; construct structures including fences, dam removal; building/maintaining fish passages including culverts and bridges; seeding and planting for habitat improvements; maintain, relocate, obliterate, decommission roads/trails; WFU (wildland fire use); prescribed fire and fire suppression; manage recreation sites; maintain and decommission irrigation diversions; destructive sampling

TRANSPORTATION AND ROADS PROGRAM:  use of roads (motorized use of management level 2-5 roads); road maintenance (blading, waterbarring, gravelling, culvert construction and maintenance); creation of roads (now road construction and reconstruction); road decommissioning/obliteration (gating, re-sloping, seeding); operation of helicopters/fixed wing; bridge construction and maintenance (moved to facilities); mountain biking and horse riding (went to recreation); livestock driving (moved to range); trail use and maintenance (went to recreation)

VEGETATION MANAGEMENT PROGRAM:  mechanical vegetation treatments (includes landing and helispot construction, harvesting and yarding trees, mechanical non-commercial and commercial thinning, skid trail construction, slash piling and treatment, and prescribed fire if follow up activity to treatment); non-mechanical non-commercial thinning (mistletoe treatment, plantation thinning, pruning); reforestation (planting); reforestation site prep (brush piling, tilling, prescribed burning); animal damage control (fencing, hunting, poisoning, trapping); control of competing vegetation (grubbing, herbicide application); hardwood release (grubbing, thinning, herbicide application); subsoiling; fuel storage for helicopters; special forest product collection; road building, maintenance and decommissioning (went to Transportation and roads); noxious weed control (herbicide applications, biocontrol, animal control, inventory sites, plant/seeding, restoration, washing equipment, grubbing or hand pulling, prevention programs (dropped, is general program), educating the public); marking (operational control); spraying pesticides (includes insecticides); spraying fungicides; root pulling; stump pulling; trapping insects and anti-aggregants

VISUAL RESOURCE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM:  timber management; fire management; grazing management; minerals; noxious weed treatment; mining; facilities

WATER PROGRAM:  maintenance and construction of irrigation structures and impoundments; erosion control; channel rehabilitation; construct in-stream structures

WILDERNESS PROGRAM:  trail maintenance; campsite and structure maintenance (went to facilities); trail and non-trail use; aircraft operation/landing; outfitting and guiding; fire suppression; WFU (wildland fire use); insect suppression activities

WILDLIFE (INCLUDES FOCAL SPECIES):  construct and maintain guzzlers; burning, seeding and planting for habitat improvements; construct structures including fences, stock tanks, water spreaders, dams; thinning; destructive sampling; animal damage control
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
