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4.4.6 Activity Descriptions

Operational controls have been established for each of the three activities associated with the identified significant environmental aspects.  Each of the three activities is described below:

1.
Grazing use

· Activities associated with livestock moving across the landscape unassisted, consuming plant parts, accessing and drinking water, and leaving biological materials.  

2.
Motorized use of maintenance level 2-5 roads.

· Level 2:  Assigned to roads open for use by high clearance vehicles.  Passenger car              traffic is not a consideration.  Traffic is normally minor, usually consisting of one or a combination of administrative, permitted, dispersed recreation, or other specialized uses.  Log haul may occur at this level.  
Level 3:  Assigned to roads open and maintained for travel by a prudent driver in a standard passenger car.  User comfort and convenience are not considered priorities.

Level 4:  Assigned to roads that provide a moderate degree of user comfort and convenience at moderate travel speeds.  Most roads are double lane and aggregate surfaced.  However, some roads may be single lane.  Some roads may be paved and/or dust abated.  

Level 5:  Assigned to roads that provide a high degree of user comfort and convenience.  These roads are normally double lane, paved facilities.  Some may be aggregate surfaced and dust abated.  

3.  Mechanical vegetation treatments

·  all activities, excluding activities associated with construction or reconstruction of roads and facilities, where machinery operating on the ground is used to move live or dead vegetation within a stand of trees that is generally live.  Mechanical vegetation treatment includes ground and skyline operations conducted over snow.  Helicopter yarding operations, except for helicopter landings, are not considered to be mechanical vegetation treatments.  Examples of mechanical vegetation treatment include, but are not limited to: using machines for piling of slash; using machines for crushing or mastication of live and dead vegetation; and using tractors or skidders to yard trees, logs, or portions of trees from a stand to a designated point, usually located along a road.
