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PNWCG Tasking – “Trends in Aviation Incidents” 
The AWT, via Gary Sterling, will provide data for Trends in Aviation Incidents in the PNW over the past ten years.  Gary has gathered the raw data from all federal and state agencies and will provide the draft summary report to the AWT on January 11, 2011.  Gary will provide the final report to Ken Snell in late January 2011 for distribution to the PNWCG.   

The AWT recognizes the intent of the PNWCG to analyze long term statistical trends to identify potential areas where future accident prevention/intervention actions may be needed.  The team believes this survey, using a large pool of data, will be a sound method to identify gaps in reporting systems and processes.
                                           								    
Air to Ground Frequencies
The AWT is coordinating with Scott Dewitz and Greg Loper who will attend a radio frequency meeting in Boise Dec. 6th – 8th, 2010.  There is a significant concern that the FCC plans to withdraw many of the A/G frequencies now in use in the Region 6.  All members concur that the frequencies assigned in 2010 were the minimum level needed.  Jon Rollens will coordinate efforts with Scott and Greg, if the Dec 6-8 meeting reveals a potential reduction in frequencies.  

If the FCC’s rumored plans materialize, Jon will spearhead an effort to immediately bring the issue to senior managers in the represented agencies.  The intent will be to formulate a strategy for contacting the FCC managers at a level with the maximum influence.  The AWT believes there is a significant threat to safe initial attack operations if the number of frequencies is reduced.


Canadian border aviation operations
Jeff Berry of British Columbia contacted AWT members requesting a spring meeting with pilots, aviation managers, ATGS’, etc. to review border procedures.  Dennis Carlson contacted Jeff and recommended the proposed meeting be a one day extension of annual “Hands Across the Border” meeting which will take place in the OKW.  Further plans and a confirmed meeting date are forthcoming. 

NIAC
The AWT does not have a direct contact with NIAC at this time.  Jon Rollens, Kurt Kleiner and Dennis Carlson are making individual efforts to re-establish linkages left open with the retirement of ODF’s Jim Ziobro.  
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
