LESSONS LEARNED 2008
· Make sure issue indicators match analysis and are tracked through the document. 

· Address global climate change in purpose and need and affected environment. 

· Address honeybee colony collapse 

· Streamline and clarify Chapter 2.  Focus on acres of different treatments (herbicides/other).  Get as site-specific as possible in descriptions of known sites.  Use maps and figures to illustrate examples as much as practical.  Tie pdfs to common control measures (treatments) in specific locations where possible. 
· Make EDRR a separate component of the Proposed Action and address distinctly in each section of the EIS.  Describe the adaptive management process that will be used to make sure treatments under EDRR will be within the scope of the analysis. Include EDRR caps, thresholds and triggers for various actions. 

· Summarize monitoring results; what has happened on the Forest in past years and how does that relate to the current situation, No Action and action alternatives. 

· Clearly tie PDFs to what effect is being mitigated and to what extent (see PDF white paper). 

· Cumulative Effects need to be clear and complete as possible. 
· If there are soil PDFs, demonstrate you know where these soils are on the Forest and whether there are conflicts between PDFs and control measures proposed. 

· Specifically address protection of ground water recharge zones and ground water dependent ecosystems.   A ground-based inventory of springs, seeps, bogs, fens, and wetlands in the proposed treatment areas is recommended.  Inventory the ground water-dependent flora and fauna in each ground water-fed surface feature to address the potential for groundwater contamination or potential impacts on groundwater dependent ecosystems as a result of the herbicide treatments.
· Make sure relevant Forest Plan management direction for invasive plants and land allocations, for instance riparian management area goals, are addressed in purpose and need. 

· Make sure all species of local concern are discussed.

· These documents are so long relevant info gets lost.  Do as much incorporation by reference as possible and focus on key issues.
