1) Zigzag Ranger Station located on Highway 26

Historic Presentations of Zigzag Ranger Station will occur followed by guided tours of the facility and the first Civilian Conservation Corps camp in Oregon (located at Zigzag).  Presentations will begin at 10:00 a.m., 12:00 noon, and 2:00 p.m.  Allow approximately 45 minutes for tour.  
Forest Service employees/volunteers and alumni of the Civilian Conservation Corps will lead the presentations and tours.  

2) Tollgate Campground

Drive to campground for self-guided walking tour of historic camp.

3) Mount Hood Cultural Center and Museum located in Government Camp

Drive to Government Camp for self guided tour of museum exhibit featuring historic photos, memorabilia and CCC tools.  

4) Timberline Lodge

Drive to Timberline Lodge for final stop.  Guided tours will be offered to showcase landscaping and other exterior work completed by the Civilian Conservation Corps at the Lodge.  The Lodge was constructed by people employed by the Works Projects Administration (WPA).  

Self guided tour of museum exhibit featuring historic photos, memorabilia and CCC tools is also featured at Timberline Lodge.  
A guide map will be provided.  Visitors must provide their own transportation to all tour stops.  

Commemorative passports for the day will be provided and will be stamped for visitors at each location.
