John Dant and Linda Kearns are
Forest Service volunteers who
traveled from Scottsdale, Arizona
to Olallie Scenic Area to help the
Forest Service repair a historic
log cabin. Dant told an Oregonian
reporter:

“I've been involved for five years
and done lots of projects for
them. It’s doing something [
think is worthwhile — preserving
our historical roots.”

In the southern tip of the Mt.
Hood National Forest, next to
Olallie Meadow, is a one-room
log cabin that was constructed in
1910. The Forest Ranger lived
and worked out of this cabin.
Nearly 100 years later, employees
and volunteers removed old wood
shingles, rived new cedar shakes
and put a new roof on the build-
ing.

Six volunteers and 13 Forest Ser-
vice employees worked on put-
ting new shakes on a Forest Ser-
vice cabin that was constructed
when the Forest Service was still
young. For four days in August a
beehive of activity could be found
at Olallie Meadows. Usually a
very quiet and peaceful retreat,
the campground became the stag-
ing area for a historic preserva-
tion plan to reroof and repair the
92 year old Forest Service build-
ing.

Volunteers from Scottsdale Ari-
zona, Forest Grove and Sandy
helped archaeologists and historic
preservation craftsmen hand
make shakes and then install them
on the cabin. Six volunteers were
recruited through the Forest Ser-
vices’ heritage resources program
called Passport in Time. Over 200
hours of volunteer work was con-
tributed to this project.

Other Passport in Time projects
on the Mount Hood have included
archaeological excavations at
Fish Creek and Summit Mead-
ows, and historic restoration work
at Cloud Cap Inn and Tilly Jane
Guard Station.

While we have selected our next
Passport in Time project for
2003, those who are interested in

The Proposed Action includes expansion of the existing
Tamarack rock quarry (formerly called Mud Creek) on
approximately 60 acres of National Forest System land.
The proposal may also include road improvements on
the access road to the quarry. The rock excavated from
the quarry would be used over time by the Forest Ser-
vice and the Oregon Department of Transportation to
help meet the long-term needs of maintenance, and re-
construction of roads in the Mt. Hood area.

The project area is located approximately 4 miles south
of Government Camp, in Section 2, T.4S, R.8-1/2E,
Willamette Meridian, Clackamas County, Oregon. The
project area does not include any wilderness, roadless
areas, wild and scenic rivers, late successional reserves,
or riparian reserves.

Some of the preliminary issues that have been identi-
fied include visual quality as seen from key view points
on the Forest, and traffic management conflict between
commercial use and recreation.

The draft EIS is planned to be filed with the Environ-
mental Protection Agency (EPA) and available for pub-
lic review by March 2003. The EPA will publish a No-
tice of Availability (NOA) of the draft EIS in the Fed-
eral Register. The comment period on the draft EIS will
be 45 days from the date the NOA appears in the Fed-

eral Register.

In the last issue of Sprouts we described a project

called Watershed Restoration 2002. While we are con-
tinuing to pursue this restoration planning, the reality of
the timing and the magnitude of the tasks needed to ac-
complish a completed analysis has caused us to change
the name of the project to Watershed Restoration 2003.

At this time we have a list of projects that are in the de-
velopmental stage. We still must do field surveys for
plants and animals and heritage resources, as well as
other detailed analyses of the costs, impacts and bene-
fits of the projects. The final list of projects may be
pared down somewhat depending on what we find. The
following is intended to give you a feel for the types of
projects being considered.

o Fish Passage Projects
Certain culverts at road/stream crossings partially
or totally block fish passage. Includes culvert re-
placement or culvert removal so that fish can get
through to access habitat on the other side.

¢ Ditch to Pipe Conversions
Irrigation ditches leak and occasionally wash out.
Pipes would be installed to transport water, reduc-
ing seepage and erosion. Includes Wolf Run Ditch
and Lyda’s Ditch.

MBF — 1,000 board feet
MMBF — 1,000,000 board feet
NEPA — National Environmental Policy Act

VEG — This symbol indicates a project that may include
treatment of unwanted vegetation. When a site-specific pro-
ject to prevent or treat unwanted vegetation is being consid-
ered, the official responsible for that project is to notify the
public.
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Fencing
Includes fencing of meadows and sensitive areas to
control the movement of livestock.

Wildlife Projects

= QOaks would be released by cutting small coni-
fers.

* Snags would be created from live trees by gir-
dling, topping, and heart rot inoculation.

=  Down Woody Debris would be created by fell-
ing trees in areas that are deficient.

* Roads would be closed to reduce harassment.

* Meadows would be restored by removing en-
croaching young conifers.

Rock Quarry and Gravel Stockpile Restora-
tion

Includes the addition of soil, reestablishment of
natural drainage patterns and revegetation.

In-stream Projects
Includes the addition of logs or boulders into
streams to create pools and improve diversity.

Riparian Projects

Includes riparian planting and thinning in the dry
upland areas near streams, and blocking areas
where unauthorized vehicles are damaging stream-
side zones and other sensitive areas.

Road Stabilization
Includes deep patch repairs of cracking and sinking
roadways, resurfacing and erosion control.

Road Decommissioning
Includes the removal of gravel and culverts (if any)
and deep ripping, water barring, and revegetating.

Erosion Prevention
Includes storm proofing and repairing roads.

This year there are a few areas that are being compre-
hensively restored with several of the above project
types packaged together. For example, the Fifteenmile
River Keeper Project involves several restorations in
the City of Dufur municipal watershed. It includes the
conversion of the Lydia’s Ditch to a pipe, flood plain
and in-stream restoration, and roadwork. Also, the
Salmon River Keeper Project is a complex project that
involves in-stream work and bank stability work to re-
direct the energy of the river away from key improve-
ments that are at risk.

Some of these projects are on private lands and are be-
ing designed with the cooperation of local landowners
to achieve important restoration objectives. Also, this
EA includes projects within the Oregon portion of the
Columbia River Gorge National Scenic Area.

If you would like a copy of the projects with site-
specific details, an email inquiry would be the quickest
way to get it. Please be as specific as you can about
what geographical area or what project types you are
curious about.

It is anticipated that an Environmental Assessment will
be completed some time in 2003.

We are continuing to implement the restoration projects
from last year’s EA as funding becomes available.

The project review team has been out in the field and
has relocated the proposed trail, and is shortening the
reconstruction length. The existing trail is open to
horses, mountain bikes, and hikers. Relocation will
minimize trail maintenance and provide a better recrea-
tion experience. The crossings will be constructed on
the existing trail. One will be a two-stringer decked
bridge and the other will consist of cobble placed in the
streambed itself. Both of these stream crossings will
reduce the amount of sedimentation into Fivemile
Creek. Work is continuing on this project.

Analysis of the underburns is continuing. The Barlow
Ranger District is proposing to burn approximately
2,200 acres in two different areas. The objective is to
introduce fire back into the ecosystem, reduce the natu-
ral accumulation of litter, prevent the arc build-up
around the base of large ponderosa pine, and enhance
the fire dependent native grasses, forbs, and shrub spe-
cies. Underburning will enhance deer and elk forage
quantity and quality, reduce risk of a stand replacing
fire, and protect large ponderosa trees from the effects
of future underburning. Required surveys for these pro-
jects have been completed. Final field verifications are
being completed.
