2007 Recreation Cabin and Outbuilding Roof Replacement Process

Proposals for roof modifications and replacements must be reviewed and approved by the Forest Service prior before the project commences.  This information does not constitute approval to proceed with your project.  You will need to submit a request for approval.
Roof Color Approval

All roofing materials, except wood shingles, require color approval as well as approval for the material to be used.  Generally, lighter shades are not appropriate.  Darker shades blend in well with the shaded forest setting.  Shades of green, even the commonly termed “Forest Green”, often contain blue tones that make them inappropriate for use in the Recreation Residence tracts.  Select a color that blends well with the forested environment.  

Roof Material Approval
All materials must be approved by the Forest Service prior to their placement on the cabin or outbuilding.  Generally, the Forest Service is able to approve the use of wood shake and shingles, and composition shingles for Recreation Cabins.  

Metal roofing cannot usually be approved for those cabins that are located in the Barlow Road Historic District, or in the historic Mile Bridge, Still Creek or Zigzag Ski Club tracts, nor can it be permitted on cabins that have been determined to be individually eligible for inclusion on the National Register of Historic Places.   

Stone-coated metal roofing can sometimes be approved for cabins with historic status or for cabins in historic tracts.

Roof Replacement Approval Process

Submit the following information to Fran Lanagan by email (flanagan@fs.fed.us), or by mail at The Zigzag Ranger District, 70220 E. Hwy 26, Zigzag, OR 97049.  Include detailed information on the type of material, the color and the manufacturer of the roofing material that you are requesting to use.  Send a pamphlet from the manufacturer that shows the material and color.  Fran may request that you provide her with a sample of the roofing material for review in order to process your proposal.
Timeframe for Roof Replacement Approval

It will take 3 to 4 weeks for your proposal to be approved once the Forest Service has received all the information necessary to process your request.  If your cabin is eligible for inclusion on the National Register of Historic Places, or located in a tract that is eligible for inclusion on the Register (Still Creek, Zigzag Ski Club, or Mile Bridge Tract, or Barlow Road Historic District), it may take up to 60 days to approve your request.
