For each load, the Inspector will remove the Scaler portion of the Forest Service load permit and record all information required above. Mule train trucks may have the same load permit number followed by an A for the truck and B for the trailer. Truck configuration includes standard, self-loading or mule train log trucks or chip vans. Include trailer length in feet if chip van is used. Inspector will legibly sign, per load, as the inspector. On a daily basis, the original Load Accountability Record, with FS load permits attached, shall be mailed or delivered to the appropriate FS office.
