Scaling of National Forest logs will be performed at scaling location(s) listed in this agreement and in accordance with the 2400-6 timber sale contract version 4/04 and 6/06 section A10, provisions B6.8, B6.81, B6.811 and B6.814, and the 2400-13 stewardship contract section A.10, provisions G.8.1, G.8.1.1. and G.8.1.4. Prior to the weighing of National Forest logs the Purchaser described herein shall conduct this weighing agreement according to the terms and procedures set forth in this document.

DEFINITIONS
A. 
During the administration of this agreement, the Purchaser may be contacted by or may have to contact certain individuals in the Forest Service.  Each individual is described as follows:

1.  
Forest Service Officer (FSO) who is responsible for signing and execution of this document and overall administration.

2. 
Regional Measurements Specialist (RMS) who is responsible for and administers the overall Regional log scaling and quality control program.

3. 
Area Measurements Specialist (AMS) who is responsible for and administers the quality of log scaling within the assigned area.

4. 
Forest Supervisor (FS) who is the line officer administering activities on a National Forest.

5. 
Contracting Officer (CO) who is responsible for executing and administering the timber sale contract.

6. 
Forest Check Scaler (FCS) / Forest Measurements Specialist (FMS)  who is responsible for maintaining quality control of log scaling and assists the CO on related log accountability activities on a National Forest.

7. 
District Ranger (DR) who is the line officer administering  activities on a Ranger District.

8. 
Forest Service Representative (FSR) who is delegated the responsibility from the CO to administer the timber sale contract.

 9. 
Sale Administrator (SA) who is delegated the responsibility from the CO or FSR to administer the timber sale contract.

10. 
Log Accountability Officer (LAO) who is responsibile to monitor and assist CO in maintaining load and log accountability.

11. 
Harvest Inspector (HI) who is delegated the responsibility from the FSR to administer portions of the timber sale contract.

12.  Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) who is responsible for any leagl activities related to National Forest timber .

B.   Purchaser as refered to in this document is the individual who has purchased a timber sale                                                                                                                                                    and owns the weigh facility or has obtained written permission to use a weigh facility owned by another individual or company.                                
C.  Weigh Master is the person authorized to operate weigh scales and  produce weight certificates for          recording and documenting gross and tare weights.

PERFORMANCE
A. 
The Forest Service will periodically conduct inspections at this facility to insure satisfactory performance of the terms and procedures set forth in this document.

B. 
In the event the Purchaser fails to comply with the terms and procedures of this Agreement, the Forest Service will give the Purchaser written notice of such noncompliance.   The Purchaser will correct the noncompliance within the prescribed time allowed by the Forest Service.

C. 
The Forest Service may terminate this Agreement for a serious violation, or repeated noncompliance, or failure to fully implement the corrective action specified in writing.

D. 
Direct or indirect influence on the weigh master affecting the quality of work, from purchasers, subscribers, yard owners, truck drivers, Forest Service, or any other source may result in termination of this Agreement.  

E. 
The Purchaser will designate in writing the person(s) authorized to sign and receive notices in regards to performance under this Agreement and to take related action. (Additional Clauses.)

F.  The Forest Service will designate in writing the person(s) authorized to conduct and sign inspections for compliance with this Agreement.  Upon request, a current list of the Forest CO and District FSR's and their telephone numbers will be made available to weigh master, authorized person(s) or Purchaser. (Additional Clauses.)

G.  Purchaser shall bear all charges or fees for weighing services including all reports and                                                                    

       mailing of  data.

 WEIGHT DETERMINATION AND DOCUMENTATION
A. Purchaser shall be responsible for providing instructions and training to the Weigh Master or other individual designated in writing, for recording and documenting gross and tare weights.

B.  All loaded trucks shall abide by the following procedures:

1.  Upon entering the approved weighing facility, all loads will be weighed for gross weight.

2.  All trucks shall be weighed for gross and tare with the truck driver and rider(s) out of the truck.

3.  Unless otherwise agreed every truck after being unloaded shall return for a tare weight determination.

4.  Both gross and tare weights will be electronically recorded on the weight certificates.

5.  When a tare weight is missing, the Forest Service will use the lightest tare weight recorded to date from a similarly configured vehicle hauling on the timber sale.

6.  If written agreement exists to sample tare weights, a minimum of the first 10 loads per year and per individual truck shall have tare weight taken to set up a sample tare weight.

7.  The Weigh Master shall remove the scaler portion of the Product Removal Permit and staple it to the weight certificate, and place into a secured box provided by the Purchaser.

8.  The Weigh Master shall sign the original weight certificate with a legible legal signature showing on all copies.

9.  On sample weight scaled sales, all loads will be determined as a scaled or non-scaled load using the Sample Scaling Frequency Card, R6-FS-2400-20(1/92) provided by the Forest Service, or an approved random number generator system. This determination will be made at the same location where the loads are weighed or scaled and will be designated as a scale or non-scale load.
10.  All loads shall follow the regional same day scale policy. 

C.  If the electronic printer becomes inoperable, an alternative method of recording load weights may be used.  Using the scales, the Weigh Master will manually determine gross and tare weight for each load.  On each weight certificate, the Weigh Master will record the gross and tare weight and the time and date these measurements were taken.  The Weigh Master will record on the weight certificate the date and time the electronic printer became inoperable.  Immediately notify the Forest Service by telephone should this occur.

D.  If the scales fail to function properly, loaded trucks will be held until the problem is remedied.  If the scales are red tagged or deemed incorrect by the state for any amount of time, immediately notify the Forest Service by telephone.  If loads cannot be processed until the next day, follow agreed to overnight procedures.

E.  The Weigh Master is designated to collect and mail weight data to the appropriate Forest Service office or designated office on a daily basis.

F.  The Purchaser shall post a copy of the current Weighing Service Agreement in the weigh scale office.

G.  Ensure that a printed weight certificate is generated for the Forest Service.  It must be printed when a driver receives a gross weight if a tare weight is not required for that load.  If a tare weight is required, ensure that the weight certificate is generated at the time the tare weight is obtained.  

The weight certificate is a legal document.  Approve only those systems that provide, as a minimum, the following information:

1.  Truck ID.

2.  Log load receipt number.

3.  Mill location.

4.  Forest Service contract ID.

5.  Gross weight.
6.  Date of gross weight.

7.  Time of gross weight.

8.  Tare weight (actual or average).

 9.  Date of tare weight.

10.  Time of tare weight

11.  Net weight.

            12.  Source of tare weight

H.  An electronic record of transaction for the Forest Service must be produced when the printed weight certificate is generated.  The transaction record must be transmitted to the Forest Service computer system daily.  After the data has been successfully received by the Forest Service the transaction records may be deleted from the system.  A printed copy of the transaction record must be available upon request.  The record of transaction must contain, as a minimum, the following information: 
     (For sales that do not use approved Third Party Scaling Organizations delete paragraph “H” above and use the following paragraph. For sales using Third Party Scaling organizations delete paragraph H below.)
H. An electronic record of transaction for the Forest Service must be produced when the printed weight   certificate is generated.  This transaction record must be transmitted to the Forest Service computer system daily.  A weekly summary of scale data not exceeding 7 calendar days of scale and not to exceed the last day of the month must also be generated. The weekly summary must be transmitted to the Forest Service computer system within 3 working days after the last day included in the summary. The electronic mailing address for submitting records is listed on the FS- 2400-29 Scaler Information form. All reports shall be electronically mailed to the appropriate Forest Service office using a Microsoft Office 2000 compatible program Rich Text Format (RTF) or Portable Documentation Format (PDF). All reports must be printable on 8.5” x 11”. After the data has been successfully received by the Forest Service the transaction records may be deleted from the system.  A printed copy of the transaction record must be made available upon request. The record of transaction must contain, as a minimum, the following information:
1.  Mill location.

2.  Forest Service contract ID.

3.  Truck ID.

4.  Log load receipt number.

5.  Gross weight.

6.  Source of gross weight.

7.  Time of gross weight.

8.  Date of gross weight.

 9.  Tare weight.

10.  Source of tare weight.

11.  Time of tare weight.

12.  Date of tare weight.

13.  Void flag (for transaction record).

LOG ACCOUNTABILITY

A.
Each load of National Forest logs from a Scaled sale shall remain identified by its respective Load and Scaler Permit until weighed and released by the weigh master.  The Load Permit portion shall remain attached to the load until it is removed by the Weigh Master.

B.  If a load of National Forest logs is presented for weighing at this location without the required product removal permits attached to the load, or is unidentified by brands or brands do not match the product removal permits, the load shall remain at the scale location and the weigh master shall immediately contact the appropriate CO or FSR for further instructions.

C.  As a minimum, security-related system approval and audit standards must include the following:

1.  Current documentation for the sample load selection and weight collection software.  The documentation must describe how weight data will be delivered to the Forest Service and how sample loads will be selected.  It must also describe what controls it contains to prevent unauthorized access to, and modification of, the weight and load identification data.

2.  A written description of the computer hardware and telecommunications equipment that will be used to collect and transmit load identification and weight data.  The description must:

a. Include information about the protection in the hardware and software against unauthorized access to the system.

b. Include information about protection against power fluctuation and loss.

 3.  A written description of the contingency procedures for continuation of weighing and load selection in the event of power loss or long term interruption of the system.

4.  Operation must be by an independent weigh master, rather than a self-operated system that is activated by truck drivers.

ADDITIONAL CLAUSES
A.
Additional clauses listed below are made a part of this Weighing Services Agreement.

Approval of this Weighing Services Agreement authorizes the weighing of National Forest logs at the location listed.  On an individual basis, each timber sale contract must be approved for weighing at this location.
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
