A.1 Project Summary/Objectives:

Scatter Stewardship units 50 and 64 are units from the Scatter Ecosystem Management Projects Environmental Assessment that were not subsequently sold in the Swansong Timber Sale (2002).  Unit 64 was not accessible and Unit 50 was within a campground.  Since the Swansong Timber Sale, road access (temporary) has been acquired from two adjacent landowners to access Unit 64.  The Long Lake Campground (Unit 50) has had recent history of mountain pine beetle and Douglas-fir beetle infestations leading to tree mortality and fuel build-up in the campground.  In addition, there is dwarf mistletoe brooms posing additional stand health and human safety concerns.

Unit 64 is within the wildland urban interface of the Synder Ranch area and the stand is overstocked with moderate to heavy fuel loading.  

1. Reduce surface fuels within and around the Long Lake Campground.

2. Improve stand health within and around the Long Lake Campground.

3. Reduce ladder fuels and surface fuels on NFS lands within the Wildland Urban Interface in the Snyder Ranch area.

4. Break up the amount of continuous canopy in stands on NFS lands within the Wildland Urban Interface in the Snyder Ranch area.
