Collaboration:
There have been several collaboration meetings with the Greater Sisters Area Community Wildfire Protection Plan (GSA-CWPP) stakeholders during the planning phases of the Sisters Area Fuel Reduction project (SAFR), which includes the Orion Project.  Active collaboration with the CWPP  (other than continuing informal communications on the status of plans and treatments) has not occurred within the last year, but the Cosmo and Comet Stewardship Projects near the Orion Project Area are in the implementation phase with Cosmo being actively treated and Comet being prepared for offer as a contract.  A collaboration meeting with the GSA-CWPP steering team is planned for March or April of this year.  Both projects are within three miles of the local community and the city of Sisters, Oregon.

Additional information about collaboration through the GSA-CWPP steering committee on the SAFR decision notice can be found at the Sisters Ranger District office.  A field visit is scheduled for the end of June or early July for interested stakeholders and CORP Stewardship contractors for the Orion project pending Regional Office Approval of this supplement.
