#1. Maintain 4 mile of access for fire equipment - to maintain stand health and growth and enhance stand structure, diversity and late successional habitat characteristics.

#1. Treat 32 acres of noxious weeds - to maintain stand health and growth and enhance stand structure, diversity and late successional habitat characteristics.

#1. Seed and fertilize and additional 32 acres to prevent noxious weed colonization - to maintain stand health and growth and enhance stand structure, diversity and late successional habitat characteristics

#2. Thin 37 acres of larger plantation adjacent to streams (non-commercial thinning) – to improve water quality, watershed function and riparian habitat.
#2. Sidecast pullback of 2,160 cubic yards of material along roads – to improve water quality, watershed function and riparian habitat.

#2. Decommisson 7 miles of unneeded Roads – to improve water quality, watershed function and riparian habitat.

#2. Stockpile 63 pieces of large mature wood for future use as instream stucture – to improve water quality, watershed function and riparian habitat.

#2. Plant 10 acres within riparian area – to improve water quality, watershed function and riparian habitat.

#2. Remove one culvert – to improve water quality, watershed function and riparian habitat.
