The Sanger Project is part of a larger overall project, Skookum-Sanger, within the Eagle Creek Drainage.  Objective is to manipulate the vegetation and fuels of warm-dry forest, through a combination of commercial timber harvesting, non-commercial thinning, and prescribed burning, to create sustainable, resilient ecological conditions, and ultimately move the landscape toward historical conditions.  In addition, this project will improve watershed resources and wildlife habitat by closing and decommissioning roads, thinning overstocked stands, and conducting other riparian improvement work.  

Stewardship authority is needed to utilized timber receipts for watershed improvement projects because of limited appropriated funding for accomplishing this type of work.  Stewardship authority is also need to meet collaborative agreements made with local groups that have been involved with this project.
