Objectives:
▪ Identify and describe the environmental, topographical and fuel factors which influence the behavior of Wildland fire.

▪ Identify and describe the causes of extreme fire behavior, such as spotting, crowning, fire whirls, plume dominated and win-driven fires.

▪ Assess Fireline data and fire behavior estimations, and identify areas where fire suppression limitations exist.

Procedures and Responsibilities

1) Sponsoring agencies will select and arrange course coordinator, instructor cadre and training facility.

*  It is the goal of the EWITZ not to charge member agencies tuition to attend courses.  It is understood that at times there are circumstances under which tuition must be charged, due to high costs of materials, equipment, facilities and/or instructors.  If an agency must charge tuition, the sponsoring agency will notify EWITZ members that a course will require tuition and the reason it must be charged (noted in course announcement)

2) Course coordinator will coordinate with their EWITZ representative and submit a course announcement using EWITZ letterhead and format preferably January/February or at least one month prior to course date to EWITZ secretary.

3) NWCG nominations will be sent to the course coordinators in writing (FAX, mail, or email).  

4) The course coordinators will be responsible for the final selection of the course attendees.  

5) Course coordinators of EWITZ sponsored training will use the NWCG Course Coordinators Guide as their operating guidelines for all course planning.  

6) Course coordinators will adhere to course length, required instructor qualifications, course prerequisites as outlined in the Field Manager’s Course Guide (www.nwcg.gov/pms/training/fmcg.pdf ).
7) Upon completion of course, course coordinators will issue a course completion certificate to those students that successfully completed the course.  The certificate WILL have the students name, course name, date of course, and instructor signature, printed instructor name, agency, and, phone number.

8) Course coordinator will compile a course completion list and send it to their agency representative.  The EWITZ secretary will maintain a file of course completion lists and which will be posted on the current EWITZ  training calendar.
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
