Olympic National Forest ATM Worksheets

Explanation of Worksheet Entries

Column 1 – Road:  Seven digit road number.  For many roads, maintenance levels are differentiated by segment.  Where this is the case, each segment is listed.

Column 2 – BMP:  Beginning milepost of the segment in question.

Column 3 – EMP:  Ending milepost of the segment in question.

Column 4 – Operational Maintenance Level:  The level of maintenance currently in effect.

Column 5 – Objective Maintenance Level:  The level of maintenance expected under the 1996 ATM Plan.

Column 6 – Proposed Objective Maintenance Level:  The objective maintenance level proposed in this Final ATM Plan.

Maintenance Level Descriptions:
Level 4:  Open, maintained to a high standard for passenger car use.

Level 3:  Open, maintained for passenger car use.  Road width, level of user comfort and convenience, and other road features are generally less developed than level 4.

Level 2:  Open or seasonally closed, maintained for use by high clearance vehicles.  Some level 2 roads are open year-round (except when weather conditions preclude use), others may be closed (gated) periodically or even continuously for wildlife management or other purposes.  Level of user comfort and convenience may be relatively low.

Level 1:  Not maintained for travel (usually closed with a gate or other physical barrier), but kept on the road system for future use.  Maintenance is accomplished by walk-in inspection, drainage clearing, etc.

Objective Level D:  Long-term proposal is to decommission the road, i.e. permanent removal from the system.  Decommissioning generally involves removal of drainage structures and unstable fills and establishment of vegetation on the road surface.  Some roads for which decommissioning is the long-term plan will remain on the system until silvicultural treatments are accomplished or other management needs are met.

Objective Level C:  Decommissioning is the long-term proposal, but in this case the former roadbed is proposed for conversion into part of the trail system. 

Objective Level D/C:  Road is proposed for removal from road system, but objective level (D or C) is currently uncertain and will depend on funding and support available for trail conversion at the time decommissioning is to be undertaken.  Site-specific analysis will include the option of conversion to trail.  If this is not selected, use of a “walkable decommissioning prescription” will be considered.
