CANDIDATE SPECIES (Sensitive)
Pacific Fisher - Clarification that the West Coast DPS of the Pacific Fisher is a Candidate for federal listing.  The species in the rest of its range in Oregon and Washington is also a Sensitive species on the R6 Regional Forester’s List, but not a federal Candidate.
Puget Sound/Strait of Georgia Coho Salmon – Removed from Candidate list because it is identified as a “Species of Concern”

Oregon Coast Steelhead Trout - Removed from Candidate list because it is identified as a “Species of Concern”
