SPECIES FACT SHEET
Scientific Name: Callophrys gryneus barryi 
 
Common Name: Barry's Hairstreak
 
Technical Description: 
A small (about 2.5 cm. wingspan) brownish butterfly in the family Lycaenidae.  Dorsal wing surface is gray/brown with diffuse tan patches. Ventral surfaces are brown or gray/ brown with an irregular white line near the outer margin and blue and black spots near the tail on the hind wing.

Identification is difficult without expert analysis. Eggs, larvae, and pupae are hard to find and hard to identify. Formerly in the genus Mitoura. Designated a distinct species, Callophrys barryi, by Johnson (1976). According to taxonomy recognized by Hinchliff (1994) and others, including the present analysis, this subspecies is rare in SE WA and widespread in the eastern part of OR, common in places. According to Warren (2005) this taxon is not valid and populations should be lumped with the more widespread C. g. chalcosiva. WDFW uses genus Mitoura and common name Juniper Hairstreak.
Life History: 

Adults fly early in the season, from early May to late July. Individuals over-winter as pupa. Larvae feed on western juniper (Juniperus occidentalis) and possibly on Rocky Mountain juniper (Juniperus scopulorum). In some locations, they also feed on ornamental junipers. Adults nectar on a variety of flowers.
Range, Distribution, and Abundance: 

Range-wide: Southern BC south to northern California. Relatively common and widespread in BC, OR, and CA. Rarer in WA and along the east edge of the range.
WA: Hinchliff shows eight locations. The species has a large range in the state, much of which is undersurveyed. More locations are likely. Known records are scattered across large parts of the southern Columbia Basin and Blue Mountains. Within the range, distribution of juniper (larval food plant) is limited, so distribution of the butterfly is spotty. Population sizes are probably large, but as with most invertebrates, number of individuals is less important than number of populations.
OR: Close to 100 locations in Hinchliff (1994). See taxonomy notes above. The range includes the east Cascades and through east-central OR to the ID border. Also found in the Steens Mountains.
Federal Land: In WA, it is known from the Umatilla National Forest. In OR, it is known from Mt Hood, Fremont-Winema, Ochoco, Umatilla, Malheur, and Wallowa-Whitman National Forests. It may also occur on the Deschutes National Forest, on the central and eastern Oregon BLM Districts, and Spokane BLM District.
Habitat Associations: 

Found in juniper woodland and openings in forest with junipers present. Also uses juniper (native and ornamental) in developed areas.
Threats: 

Range-wide: No large-scale threats are apparent. Wholesale changes in juniper abundance and distribution as caused by intentional or accidental activities would have a negative effect.

WA/OR: Threats to juniper may be great in some areas, but not throughout range. 

Conservation Considerations: 

Inventory: Survey in habitat in proximity to known sites. 
Research: Taxonomy needs to be resolved.

Management: Massive reductions in juniper cover should be avoided. The taxon probably won't be affected by most management activities.
