Common Name:  Wahkeena Falls Flightless Stonefly
Scientific Name:  Zapada wahkeena
Phylum: Mandibulata
Class: Insecta

Order: Plecoptera

Family: Nemouridae

Technical Description:  No specific information available.
Life History:  Species is flightless.  Dispersal likely only by aquatic immatures.
Range, Distribution, and Abundance:  Known only from Wahkeena Falls, Columbia River Gorge National Scenic Area, Multnomah Co., Oregon. Originally collected in 1954 and has been re-collected infrequently from the same area.
Habitat Associations:  Apparently found only in waterfalls. Other members of this genus inhabit cold lotic and cold lentic environments, this species probably only the former.
Threats:  No specific information available; however, since the immatures are aquatic, water quality issues are likely important.
Conservation Considerations:  None addressed.
Other pertinent information (includes references to Survey Protocols, etc):  No specific information available.
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
