Technical Description:  See Denning (1956).
Life History:  No specific information available.
Range, Distribution, and Abundance:  Known only from Siskiyou Co., California, and Lane and Deschutes counties, Oregon. It is thought to be a rare species that is very patchily distributed, and apparently highly localized where it does occur (Wisseman pers. comm.).
Habitat Associations:  In the Cascade Mountains of Oregon it is associated with very cold, larger spring-fed streams (Wisseman pers. comm.).
Threats:  No specific information available. Activities that degrade water quality or increase water temperatures would likely have negative impacts on this species.
Conservation Considerations:  None addressed.
