Maintain and rehabilitate developed recreation sites
by employing Union County at-risk youth. Y outh will restore riparian habitat, vegetate disturbed
stes, manage uncontrolled recreation use, and maintain recreation sites. This is a partnership with the
Training and Employment Consortium to fund natural resource work and provide opportunities for
youth in the juvenile justice system. This project has been funded by RAC since 2003.

A group of 5 to 8 youth at-risk will be employed through the Training and Employment Consortium
during the summer to maintain and manage developed and dispersed recreation sites on La Grande
Ranger District. Project work includes:

Install structures to control motorized access;

Plant trees and construct protective fencing;

Restore native plant species;

Improve parking and campsites;

Pull noxious weeds

Restore riparian areas heavily damaged by uncontrolled recreation use; and
Construct information signs and picnic tables.

This project gives
juvenile justice youth the training and experience they need to create a positive work history and
employment recommendations, earn credits toward high school graduation, complete court ordered
obligations, develop positive self-esteem, enhance their appreciation and understanding of forest and
natural resource issues and obtain work experience in forestry.
