Integration and Relationships with Other Plans and Laws

· The revised forest plan must be compatible with other currently existing plans, laws, and agreements.  Do not reduce the protections for the sustainability of all resources on national forest lands.  Apply the new scientific information and findings resulting from the Interagency Columbia Basin Ecosystem Management Project (ICBEMP) to the revision of the forest plans.  Retain the most protective features of ICBEMP.

· All three existing plans omit but need a discussion of the Congressional mandate.  The Organic Act and Multiple Sustained Yield Act still define the Forest Service mission and are not to be ignored.  This discussion should include the definitions of “multiple use” and “sustained yield of the several products and services” as contained in the Multiple Use Act.  Subsequent Congressional guidance and judicial law unquestionably complicate the Forest Service mission but these two Acts simply and eloquently establish Congressional intent for all national forests.
· Changes in legislation, Threatened and Endangered Species, as well as changes in Forest Service policy along with documents such as Roads Analysis all needs to be incorporated into the forest plan. 
· Please ensure that the Congressionally-required Alpine Lakes Area Management Plan is retained as a concept in the plan revisions.  It will be important for the plan revision to ensure that the jointly managed (Wenatchee and Mt. Baker Snoqualmie National Forests) character of the wilderness and the management unit be retained.
