Release of Names 
The Office of General Council at the 
Department of Agriculture has determined that 
the names and addresses of persons who 
respond to solicitations for comments for 
Forest Service projects are subject to the 
Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) and 
subject to public review. Comments received 
in response to the actions in this publication, 
including names and addresses of those who 
comment, will be considered part of the public 
record on the proposed action and will be 
available for public inspection. Comments 
received anonymously will be accepted and 
considered, however, those who submit 
anonymous comments will not have standing 
to appeal the subsequent decision under 36 
CFR Part 215. 
 
Additionally, pursuant to 7 CFR 1.27(d), any 
person may request the agency to withhold a 
submission from the public record by showing 
how FOIA permits such confidentiality. 
Persons requesting such confidentiality should 
be aware that, under FOIA, confidentiality 
may be granted only in very limited 
circumstances, such as to protect trade secrets. 
The Forest Service will inform the requester of 
the agency’s decision regarding the request for 
confidentiality, and where the request is 
denied, the agency will return the submission 
and notify the requester that the comments 
may be resubmitted with or without name and 
address within 15 days.

FROM THE DISTRICTS: 
 
Blue River District and McKenzie 
District Combine to form the “McKenzie 
River Ranger District” 
On April 17 2002, the Chief of the Forest 
Service approved the proposal put forth last 
year to consolidate the Blue River and 
McKenzie Ranger Districts into the McKenzie 
River Ranger District.  Combination of these 
two administrative units follows lengthy 
analysis and consideration of the needs to 
reduce administrative costs in an era of 
declining budgets while still providing high 
quality land stewardship and services to the 
public.  The majority of employees are now 
located at the primary McKenzie River District 
office, two miles east of McKenzie Bridge.  
The Blue River District office is now 
functioning as a Service Center Monday 
through Friday with the minimum staff to 
accommodate visitor information, permits, and 
point of contact for the community.  
 
Gold Butte Lookout 
Structural rehabilitation work continues at the 
1934 Gold Butte Lookout in partnership with 
the Sand Mountain Lookout society.  Once 
part of an extensive ground based “fixed-
point” fire detection system consisting of over 
100 such lookouts built between 1905 and 
1988, Gold Butte is now one of only five 
remaining historic lookouts on the Forest.  
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Both the access road and the building will be 
closed to public use while the work progresses.  
The project is schedule to be completed in 
October 2002 at which time the Forest hopes 
to include Gold Butte in the Recreation Rental 
program.
