SETTING

Tucked away on the backwaters of Good’s Branch on Laurel River Lake, Craigs

Creek Group Use Area is the only group camp on the London Ranger District. It
sits on the site of an old farm. The group area has a large playing field as well
as a volleyball court and horseshoe pits.

CAMPSITE INFORMATION

Each of the three group sites are equipped with a fire circle, grill, picnic tables,
and lantern poles. Two of the sites accommodate up to 30 people and one has
a maximum occupancy of 60 people. There is no electricity.

The picnic shelter can be reserved by campers or by groups that want to use it
for the day only.

SWIMMING

The campground has no beach.
Swimmers are welcome at the public
beach operated by the U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers. It is located at Laurel River
Dam.

BOAT RAMP

The nearest boat ramp is Craigs Creek
Boat Ramp, about 3/4 mile from the
group use area.

HIKING TRAILS

Craigs Creek Trail #420 connects the
group camp with the boat ramp. This
level gravel walk provides scenic views
of Laurel River Lake.
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
