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SETTING

Grove Campground sits on a ridge above Laurel River Lake, about 10
miles from Corbin, KY and 15 miles from Cumberland Falls State Resort
Park. The lakeshore can be reached by trails or by making the short
drive to Grove Marina.

CAMPSITE INFORMATION

Most of the sites are wooded. Each site has a paved vehicle pad, gravel
tent pad, fire ring, picnic table, and lantern poles. Drive-in sites have
electric and water located at the site. Walk-in sites have access to
centrally located water but do not have electricity.

RESERVING A CAMPSITE

Eleven of the campsites may be reserved by calling the National
Recreation Reservation Service toll-free at 1-877-444-6777 or 1-877-
833 6777 (for the hearing impaired). You may also visit their website
at www.recreation.gov. Reservations must be made at least ten days
in advance. All other sites are rented on a first-come, first-served basis.
These sites are usually filled on weekends during the peak camping
season.

GROVE MARINA

Grove Marina is a full-service marina location within 1/2 mile of the
campground. Campers can obtain rental boats, camping and fishing
supplies, fishing licenses, and detailed maps of the lake. The marina
is open year round. A public boat ramp and fish cleaning station are
located at the marina.

SWIMMING

The campground has no beach. Swimmers are welcome at the public
beach operated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. It is located at
Laurel River Dam.

HIKING TRAILS

Several short trails lead to overlooks and the lake. Detailed information
and maps of other hiking trails may be obtained at the campground
entrance station.
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
