SETTING

Holly Bay Campground is located on the west side of Laurel River Lake, about
two miles north of Laurel River Dam. The campground is very popular because
of its sheltered, wooded sites and close proximity to the lake. It fills early during
the summer.

CAMPSITE INFORMATION

A number of sites offer a view of the water, but none are located directly on the
shoreline of the lake. Each site has a paved vehicle pad, gravel tent pad, fire
ring, picnic table, and lantern poles. Drive-in sites have electricity and water
located at the site. Walk-in tent sites have access to centrally located water but
do not have electricity available.

RESERVING A CAMPSITE

Campsites may be reserved by calling the National Recreation Reservation Service
toll-free at 1-877-444-6777 or 1-877-833 6777 (for the hearing impaired), or visit the
website at www.recreation.gov. Reservations must be made at least ten days in

advance. Holly Bay has set aside 28 campsites that may be reserved. All other
sites are rented on a first-come, first-served basis. These sites are usually filled
by mid-week during the peak camping season. Drive-in sites are the first to fill.

HOLLY BAY MARINA

Holly Bay Marina is a full-service marina located within 1/2 mile of the campground.
Campers can obtain rental boats, camping and fishing supplies, fishing licenses,
and detailed maps of the lake. The marina, open year round, is handicap
accessible and has a public boat ramp.

SWIMMING

The campground has no beach. Swimmers are welcome at the public beach
operated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. It is located at Laurel River Dam.

HIKING TRAILS

The Wintergreen Trail (#480) begins at the campground amphitheater and makes
a one mile loop within the campground. The 269-mile Sheltowee Trace National
Recreation Trail (#100) also passes through the campground. Several other
hiking trails are located within a ten-minute drive of the campground. Detailed
information and maps may be obtained at the campground entrance station.

NATURALIST PROGRAMS

During the summer, campers are welcome to attend programs on the area’s
natural and cultural history. Check with the London Ranger Station or the
campground bulletin board for more information on times and locations.
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
