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SETTING

Rockcastle Campground is located on the backwaters of Lake Cumberland
at the mouth of the Rockcastle River. The campground is bounded on
one side by the lake and on the other side by massive sandstone cliffs.

CAMPSITE INFORMATION

Most of the campsites are designed for tent camping although a few
are large enough to accommodate pop-up campers. Each site has tent
pad, grill, picnic table, and lantern poles. The sites are near the water’s
edge.

REGISTRATION
Campers must register at the marina located at the entrance to the
campground. All sites are rented on a first-come, first-served basis.

LONDON DOCK MARINA

This full service marina at the campground offers rental boats, camping
and fishing supplies, fishing licenses and detailed maps of the area.
The marina is open April through November.

TRAILS

Some of the most popular hiking trails on the London District leave from
the campground. Dutch Branch Trail (#404B) is one mile long and leads
hikers through a rich cove forest of beech and hemlock. Scuttle Hole
Trail (#404) climbs through a crack in the cliffs to reach overlooks of
the lake. Lakeside South Trail (#412) follows the shore of the lake and
connects with Twin Branch Trail (#406) and Ned Branch Trail (#405) to
form a seven mile loop around the campground. Detailed information
and maps are available at the marina or the London District office.

Ghost Resorts Along The Rockcastle

The cool forests and mineral springs along the Rockcastle River made
this area a popular resort destination during the 1800's. In 1835, the
Rockcastle Springs Resort opened a short distance up stream from the
mouth of the river. It remained in operation until after the turn of the
century. The resort was frequented by local residents and southern
travelers who came "north" to escape the malaria epidemic that was
sweeping the south. Newspapers described the resort as an "Eden for
children, sanitarium for invalids, a paradise for lovers, and a haven of
rest for the tired."

A second resort was located seven miles upstream at what is now Bee
Rock Recreation Area. It was known as the Sublimity Springs Resort
Hotel and was owned by Dr. Christopher Columbus Graham. Today the
resorts are gone but the restorative power of the forest remains.
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
