ATTRACTIONS: Fishing, seasonal waterfalls, overlooks, suspension bridges over

Hawk Creek and Sinking Creek.
ACCESS POINTS:  |-75; junction of FDR 4094 and 4095; KY 1956; FDR 4255; FDR 747.

NOTE: The trail from KY 1956 to FDR 747 is open to motorcycle use.

This section of trail begins at the junction of I-75 and KY 909 (see map 6). The trail turns south and
follows dry sandy ridges on old county roads. Much of this land is private and users should respect the
rights of private landowners by staying on the marked trail. Unlicensed motorized vehicles are not allowed
on open public roads.

The trail intersects FDR 4098 and 4095 before dropping into the drainage of Hawk Creek. The creek is
stocked with rainbow trout and is spanned by a 100-foot suspension bridge. There are several waterfalls
and overlooks in the valley. The trail then winds its way up a side drainage to KY 1956 where there is
parking available for several cars.

It’s only a quarter mile walk from KY 1956 to KY 80. After crossing the highway, the trail descends to
Poison Honey Fork, returning to the top of the ridge to join FDR 4255. The trail leaves 4255 and crosses
Pine Creek 2.3 miles south of KY 80. It then continues south where it meets FDR 747 and passes
through a 300-acre reclaimed strip mine.

The trail leaves FDR 747 and drops into the Sinking Creek valley. It crosses the creek on a suspension
bridge. Sinking Creek is one of the largest streams on the London District.
