Other Land Uses 
· A special use permit is required for other uses of the National Forest including: telecommunication sites, right-of -way permits for roads, water or utilities, recreation residence permits, or authorizations for the use of government owned facilities, etc. 

·  When requesting a new permit, please submit to the Caribbean National Forest Special Uses & Land Program Management Office a written proposal that outlines your intended use of the Forest.  These proposals will be evaluated to determine if a permit could be issued.  An environmental analysis or National Environmental Protection Act (NEPA) procedures may need to be followed for these request prior to issuance of a permit.  The project proponent may need to cover all or a portion of the costs for these studies and analyses.  Rental fees may also apply for various uses of the Forest.
· Once proposals have been accepted and all steps of the review process are completed, a SF-299 application form should be submitted to the Caribbean National Forest Special Uses & Land Program Management Office.
Information for Existing Land Use Permit Holders
· Please contact the Caribbean National Forest Special Uses & Land Program Management Office if you wish to change, update, amend or renew an existing special use permit.  Submit a written proposal of your intended use or needs.  

· Once proposals have been accepted and all steps of the review process are completed, a SF-299 application form should be submitted to Caribbean National Forest Special Uses & Land Program Management Office.
Information for Existing Telecommunication Site Permit Holders
· If you are proposing to install or change telecommunication equipment at an existing site, please submit a completed FS-2700-10 technical data form and a SF-299 application form to the Caribbean National Forest Special Uses & Land Program Management Office for review.
