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The Travel Management Rule of 2005 
requires that all national forests designate 
roads, trails, and areas open for motor 
vehicle use, and then display the roads, 
trails, and areas on a Motor Vehicle Use 
Map (MVUM).  
 
The Allegheny National Forest will begin 
distributing the free MVUM and 
implementing new regulations pertaining 
to motor vehicle use on the Forest. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 

 
 

Where Can I Drive My Vehicle? 
The MVUM will only show the roads and trails open for motor vehicle use.  Class of vehicle 
and season of use will also be shown on the map.  Roads and trails NOT shown on the map are 
NOT open for motor vehicle use.  Cross-country travel is prohibited.  Paved roads are legal 
assuming the vehicle is licensed to operate on a highway.  Remember that the Pennsylvania 
Motor Vehicle Code applies to all National Forest roads. 
 
All-terrain vehicles (ATVs) require permits and may travel ONLY on designated ATV trails. 
 
Routes are also marked on the ground with a route marker and road or trail number.  In case a 
marker is removed or missing, and if the road or trail is on the map, then remember the road is 
still open for motor vehicle travel. 

 
  
 
 
 
 
 

How Is This Different Than the Past? 
Roads and trails used to be “open unless posted 
or gated closed;” now they are “closed unless 
shown as open on the MVUM map.”  For 
example, a gate could be open on a road that is 
not identified as open on the MVUM – THIS 
ROAD IS NOT OPEN! 
 

Who Does This Apply To? 
This applies to all wheeled motor 
vehicles, including cars, trucks, four-
wheel drives, ATVs, motorbikes, 
trailbikes, etc.  It does not include 
snowmobiles traveling over snow, 
watercraft, aircraft, non-motorized uses, 
or uses authorized by permit.

What Are The Benefits Of Traveling Only On Designated Roads And 
Trails? 

 It helps secure a wide range of recreation opportunities while ensuring the best possible 
care of the land. 

 It helps protect soil and water resources. 
 It helps control the spread of invasive species. 
 It provides for public safety. 

Dispersed Camping:  Visitors can disperse camp throughout the forest, except in  
specifically prohibited areas.  Your vehicle, however, must be parked within 50 feet of a 
designated route in established dispersed recreation sites – areas where historical use has 
resulted in the areas being void of vegetation.  It is illegal to create new areas for dispersed 
camping which will result in damage to forest vegetation and resources. 
 
Hunting:  You must stay on the designated routes with a motor vehicle for hunting and 
game retrieval.  When you are on foot, keep in mind how far you will have to pack your 
game.  You can still use a non-motorized game cart for retrieval. 
 

Who Does This Affect? 
This affects more than Off-Highway Vehicle recreationists.  For example, you will also 
be affected if you camp outside of a developed campground or hunt.  You need to be 
aware of the rules if you intend to travel off designated roads or trails for some activities.
