On March 4, 2003, I visited the Sand Lake area of the above project to re-locate the areas that required protection for heritage resources.  The previous survey (CRRR 09-04-06-116) had identified four “kettles/waterholes [that] are to have a 100-meter perimeter bluffer [sic].”

I located all the previously noted kettles, but in my opinion, three are not kettle formations.  The topography in this area is rolling and there are numerous small low areas, some which are wet or have wetland vegetation. Since there is no significant topographic feature, I do not recommend buffers around these low areas.

I did locate one kettle in Stand 2 north of the sand pit.  The kettle has been extremely disturbed by sand mining, vehicle use, and has been used as a dumping ground. It is unlikely that any evidence of prehistoric use would still be discovered here, but since it was not shovel tested, I have to recommend a 100-feet (not 100-meter) buffer around this kettle.
