ACCESS
From the north, leave M-33 at a point
about 4 miles south of Mio. Turn east onto
County Road 489 and follow approximately
4 miles to the site entrance.

From the south, leave M-33 at a point
about 10 miles north of Rose City. Turn
east onto County Road 604 and follow 4
miles. Turn left on Forest Service Road
4460 (Fowler Road) for 1 mile. Go left
approximately 1 mile on county road 489 to
the site entrance.
