CLOSURE OF STURGEON GORGE ROAD
      Baraga County, Michigan.  --  In a joint news release, Baraga County Road Commission Superintendent Doug Mills and Forest Service Road Engineer Steve Popkowski announce the closure of the Sturgeon Gorge Road (Forest Road 2200).  This closure is necessitated due to damage sustained to the road during spring break up. 

     Earlier this year a portion of the Sturgeon Gorge Road suffered a major slip, with a large portion of the roadbed falling away on a steep slope.  the road is now closed to through traffic. The slip occurred just north of the Sturgeon River Campground on the hill where a smaller slip had occurred before. Even though the road has about a car width of surface left, it is dangerous to attempt to drive on it.  The road is unstable and could slip again without warning. Barricades have been installed and signs posted where appropriate.

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          The access to the Sturgeon River Campground is still available from M-28, but not from the north without a long detour.  To access Silver Mountain or Sturgeon River Falls from M-28 from the south, take the Plains Road north from M-28 at Covington, then turn left on the Gorge Cut-Off Road, then left again on Forest Road 2240 to Sturgeon Gorge Road (2200), followed by a right.  Access to Silver Mountain and the Falls from the north is not affected by the closure. 

          The road will remain closed until repairs can be made, which at this time is uncertain.
