OTTAWA ANNOUNCES ROAD REPAIRS

 AND TEMPORARY CLOSURES

The Ottawa National Forest announced today that road maintenance work will 

start during the week of June 18, 2007 through July 13th on Forest Roads 6320 

and 6324.  These roads are located on the Watersmeet Ranger District in 

Gogebic County, west and north of Duck Lake near the north and east perimeter

of the Sylvania Wilderness.  Forest Road 6320 intersects with Gogebic County 

Road 535 (Thousand Island Lake Road) on the north and Gogebic County Road 

539 (Duck Lake Road) on the south.  Forest Road 6324 connects West Duck
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Lake Road to Forest Road 6320 and provides access to the Little Duck Lake boat landing.   
Work will include replacement of several culverts, cleaning of ditches, placement of gravel and grading.  Replacement of culverts will require closing portions of these roads for several hours at a time.  Detour routes will be available for getting around work areas.
