DOCKING FEE INCREASE PROPOSED FOR 
BLACK RIVER HARBOR

       Ironwood, Mi. – The Ottawa National Forest is proposing to raise docking fees at Black River Harbor effective 2008 based on a recently completed market analysis for both seasonal and transient docking rates.  The last fee increase was 2002.
       The fees would be raised $5/lineal foot for all seasonal docking permits and a $5/night increase for all transient boat sizes.

       “The proposed fee increase is comparable to other similar harbors in the vicinity.” said District Ranger Melanie Fullman.  “Fees collected at this site allows us to continue offering services and facilities that meet the needs of our Forest visitors”.
