Stop the invasion of...
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Can grow under forest canopy, shades out native plants


Can develop into impenetrable thickets, affecting recreation


Spread long distances in bird droppings


Alternate host of oat rust fungus disease





Report sightings to national forest office 


Avoid transporting plants or seed by travel through infested areas


Do not plant as ornamental.


Volunteer to assist with removal of invasive species

Large shrub to small tree 10-20 ft tall


 Leaves oval with fine toothed margins, are still green when native plants have lost their leaves


Stems with closely-spaced, prominent leaf scars giving twigs a warty silhouette.


Fruits black -1/4 inch, that remain in winter


Yellow-orange sapwood under bark
