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Alters the structure and function of diverse marsh ecosystems by changing nutrient cycles and hydrological regimes.


Decreases native biodiversity and quality of wetland habitat.








Report sightings to national forest office 


Avoid transporting plants or seed by travel through infested areas


Remove all seeds from clothing, shoes, pets, and equipment and tire treads.


Volunteer to assist with removal of invasive species 














Tall erect perennial wetland grass, 6-20’ in height


Leaves are ¾ - 1 ¼” wide and arise from swollen nodes along the stem


Stems are hollow between the nodes giving it a bamboo like appearance


Flowers are purplish-brown plumes
