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Negatively affect wildlife and fish populations


Make recreational use difficult or impossible


Continue to be the most important waterweed in the Continental United States with millions of dollars spent nationwide for control efforts.








Inspect your boat, trailer, and equipment and remove any visible plants


Drain water from the motor, live well, bilge, and transom well while on shore and before leaving any water body.


Spry your boat and boating equipment with high-pressure water or leave it sit in the sun to dry for five days.

















Submerged aquatic perennial


Whorls of 3 or 4 finely divided threadlike grayish-green leaves attached to under-water stems 5’ to 15’ long.


Stems branch profusely as they reach the surface forming a dense mat
