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Reduces native plant diversity	


Negative impact on wildlife populations, especially native birds


Patches often dominate rangeland, pastures and prairies








Report sightings to national forest office 


Avoid transporting plants or seed by travel through infested areas


Remove all seeds from clothing, shoes, pets, and equipment and tire treads.


Volunteer to assist with removal of invasive species 








 








An erect, tough, woody stem that ranges from 0.1 to 1m in height


Seeds are released explosively, and may be projected up to 4.6m from the parent shoot


Flowers: yellow-green inflorescences


Aggressive, deep-rooted perennial herb
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Euphorbia esula
